Holistic supports foster learner success and address issues that may occur during an individual’s 
participation in the program. These supports may be academic, financial, or personal.  

Academic Financial Personal 

Academic supports help 
learners successfully 
complete a credential and 
transition to a job or further 
education. 

Financial supports address 
barriers such as tuition, 
textbooks and materials that 
may impact learner ability to 
afford the program. 

Personal supports focus on 
individual needs such as 
childcare, transportation, and 
mental and physical healthcare. 

 
Effective collaboration strategies such as exchanging information about services, formalizing 
referral/follow-up procedures, and leveraging available resources will increase your ability to provide 
services that meet individual learner needs.
